It is wonderfully powerful when we encourage each other with
the language of possibility. We each and all have gifts and talents,
dreams and possibilities within us yearning to come forth.

When we connect with each other’s dreams and creative

projects and encourage them to be realized — it is truly a

magical thing.

Here are some suggestions for applying the language of
possibility

Consider a personal dream or goal — and ask yourself

How could this work?

What would be the easiest and most

enjoyable way to create this?

What would be the happiest outcome and how can I encourage
that?

When you are with a friend or family member who is talking
about something they want to do — find ways to encourage
the possibility in them. Ask them how they envision it, and
what they would like to see happen. Engage the imagination



and all of the senses.
Spend some time brainstorming ideas — positive ones only!

Definitely apply this in your business -

speak affirmatively about what you do and the gifts and
talents that your business or service or work provides.
Even in casual conversation, call forth possibility in
yourself and others. Guard against slipping in to negativity
or limitation. Instead, expand your vision and ask the
creative source within to show the way.

Look for opportunities to speak the language of
possibilities —see what you can contribute to someone
else’s dream, and ask for support for yours.
